Bachelor’s Degrees

Business Administration prepares regional campus 
students for professional careers in business, 
government and non-profit organizations. The courses 
cover business practices that working students can use 
immediately in their organizations. 

Criminal Justice offers students the opportunity to add 
liberal arts education while acquiring the necessary skills 
for careers in parole and probation, forensic science, 
adult and juvenile corrections and police administration. 
Students who earned an associate degree in a technical 
area related to criminal justice will find this degree 
program beneficial.

Early Childhood Education prepares students to teach 
preschool through third grade in preschools, childcare 
centers, kindergarten and primary classrooms. Upon 
completing the program and passing a licensure exam, 
graduates are eligible for an Ohio two-year provisional  
license in early childhood education.

Health Communication graduates attain positions in 
large health care companies, national nonprofit health 
agencies and research institutions. This program 
provides students with the skills to develop professional 
communication among health care providers, patients 
and their families. 

History degree majors at Ohio University have gone on 
to successful careers in business, government service, 
publishing, teaching, consulting, medicine, law and 
museum work. Graduates who pursue their history 
degree with dedication are prepared to contribute to 
teams that stress analysis, strategic thinking, written 
communication and information gathering. 

Middle Childhood Education majors concentrate on 
working with children grades four through nine. 
Students must choose two of the following areas in 
which to specialize: language arts, math, science and 
social studies. Upon completing the degree and passing 
a licensure exam, graduates are eligible for a two-year 
provisional license for grades four through nine.

Nursing bachelor’s degree holders often choose to 
continue on to graduate studies. The bachelor’s 
program prepares licensed RNs for the professional 
practice of nursing. Clinical experiences set in the local 
community promote learning by providing a broad 
range of health care and health maintenance experience. 

Organizational Communication majors are prepared to 
understand the dynamics of, and function effectively in, 
a variety of organizational settings including business, 
education, government, industry or the non-profit 
sector. Graduates hold positions in major consulting 
firms, marketing companies, conference planning 
companies and information management organizations, 
or they may choose to pursue graduate studies. 

Specialized Studies allows students to design an area 
of concentration creating a unique field of studies.  
Some examples of how students combine or adapt 
their focus area of study include communication in 
management, natural resources, media relations or  
adult social services management. 

Technical and Applied Studies meets the needs of the 
busy working adult who works in management or 
desires to move into a management or administrative 
position in a field that involves technology. Students 
who have completed an associate degree, particularly in 
a technical field may find this degree option beneficial.

Associate Degrees

Arts: The two-year associate in arts degree offers a track 
with arts and humanities emphasis, which includes a 
focus on art history, music, theatre, or women’s studies. 
A second option is a social science emphasis focusing on 
anthropology, political science, psychology and sociology.

Electronic Media: This two-year associate of applied 
science degree offers intensive individualized instruction, 
in a hands-on atmosphere. Graduates prepare for 
positions at radio or television stations, production 
houses, recording studios or advertising. Many graduates 
take their two-year degree and continue at the School of 
Telecommunications on the Athens campus.

Individualized Studies: This two-year program provides 
students the option of designing a program of studies 
to meet particular goals. Some examples of programs 
graduates have designed include business communication, 
legal administration or adventure recreation. 

Nursing: A two-year program accredited by the 
National League of Nursing, this associate in applied 
science degree prepares graduates to take the Registered 
Nursing (RN) licensure exam and then begin work as an 
RN or continue towards a bachelor of science in nursing.

Sciences: The two year-associate of science degree is a 
great choice for those interested in studying biological 
sciences, chemistry, mathematics or physical sciences.
